ACCEPTED.

Gallery of Honolulu Hale, 530 South King Street, first floor. NO EARLY OR LATE ENTRIES WILL BE
ACCEPTED. Each entry must include a Wreath Contest Entry Form. Metered parking is available on
King Street, Punchbow] Street, and in the Frank F. Fasi Civic Center Parking Structure on the corner of
Alapai and Beretania Streets.
