Medical legal examinations of sex assault victims in combination with crisis counseling, legal systems
advocacy, and case management services are critical to the recovery of the sex assault victim’s
emotional and physical wellbeing and to the recovery of forensic evidence should the victim decide to
pursue criminal action. The objectives of the medical legal examinations are twofold: 1) To provide
medical care to the victim, and 2) to collect forensic evidence for possible criminal prosecution. The
provision of medical-legal services involves a comprehensive and coordinated approach to care
consisting of a physician who performs the forensic examination and a sexual assault
counselor/advocate who accompanies the victim to the hospital and provides crisis intervention services
and legal systems advocacy. The physician and the sexual assault worker must be available 24 hours a
day, 7 days a week to provide services to and examination of the sexual assault victim whether child or
adult, male or female.
