The following Section shall be made a part of the Standard Specifications:
"SECTION SP 109 – ASPHALT CONCRETE BERM/CURB RECONSTRUCTION

SP 109.1	DESCRIPTION
	This work consists of the reconstruction of the existing asphalt concrete berm/curb areas as shown on the project plans and in accordance with this special provision.  Exact locations will be determined in the field by the Officer-in-Charge.

SP 109.2	CONSTRUCTION
A. General.  The approximate locations of the areas to be reconstructed are noted on the project plans.  The exact limits will be determined in the field by the Officer-in-Charge.
B. Removal of existing berm/curb.  Existing berm/curb shall be permitted to be removed only on one side of any street at any given time, except as allowed by the Officer-in-Charge.  The Contractor will not be allowed to remove in advance more berm/curb than can be replaced within five working days.
C. Asphalt concrete berm/curb shall be reconstructed with Asphalt Concrete City Mix #4 or Asphalt Concrete State Mix No. IV.
D. The Contractor shall be responsible for the reconstruction and replacement of berm/curb damaged as the result of construction operations.  Damaged areas shall be restored by the Contractor to match existing areas at no additional cost to the City.
SP 109.3	MEASUREMENT AND PAYMENT
The Officer-in-Charge will measure the asphalt concrete berm/curb reconstruction per linear foot in accordance with the contract documents.  The Officer-in-Charge will pay for the accepted berm/curb reconstruction at the contract price per linear foot.  Payment shall be full compensation for furnishing the necessary material, equipment, and labor to complete the work in place prescribed in this section and the contract documents.

[bookmark: _GoBack]		The Officer-in-Charge will not measure the removal of existing berm/curb for payment.  The Officer-in-Charge will not pay for the accepted removal of existing berm/curb and will consider the cost for this work as included in the prices bid for asphalt concrete berm/curb reconstruction."
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
