This Special Provision for Dredging Projects
This Special Provision for Dredging Projects

The following Section shall be made a part of the Standard Specifications:
"SECTION SP 120 - DREDGING
SP 120.1
DESCRIPTION
Dredging shall consists of the removal and disposal of all material (including dredged material, debris, boulders, tree branches, etc.)and as specified herein and indicated on the drawings. The stream shall be dredged to the lines, slope and elevations indicated.
SP 120.2
CONDUCT OF WORK

A. Operation Plan. The Contractor shall submit an operation plan and schedule 30 calendar days prior to commencement of dredging work showing how he proposes to accomplish the dredging work.  No work shall commence until the operation plan and site specific Best Management Paractices(BMP)have been approved by the Department of Health Clean Water Branch, and permission to transit Pearl Harbor to the Mamala Bay disposal site have been received from the U.S. Navy. The operation plan shall include method(s)of dredging, plan and schedule of dredging, sweeping plan, the method of disposal of the dredged material (including disposal site location)and Water Quality Monitoring Plan. Double handling of material where initial dumping is made inthe coastal waters below MSL is prohibited.
B. Dredge Plant.  The dredging equipment shall be of a type and size sufficient to meet requirements of the work and shall be kept at all times in safe and operational condition for efficient work. A list of all plant, equipment, auxiliaries and appurtenances shall be submitted prior to NTP. All scows shall be kept in good condition, the coamings in good repair and the pockets provided with proper doors or appliances to prevent leakage of material.
C. Disposal of Dredged Material.  Hauling of wet, dripping material over public streets will not be permitted. All dredged material shall become the property of the Contractor and shall be hauled from the jobsite to the approved ocean disposal site.
D. Overdepth and Side Slopes.

1. Overdepth.  To cover inaccuracies of the dredging process, material removed from within the areas to dredged to a depth of not more than one(1)foot below indicated depth will be allowed at no cost to the City.
2. Side Slopes shall be excavated as indicated on the drawings.

E. Ocean Disposal.  The City has conducted Dredge Material Testing, and has determined that there is no contaminated sediment. The City has US EPA approval for ocean disposal of dredged sediment(excepted Oversized Sediment)at location shown on the "Disposal Site Plan" shown in the plans. The City will issue to the Contractor a Notice to Proceed after the City receives the US Army Corps of Engineers(USACE)permit. The Contractor shall adjust his bid to begin dredging operations after all Federal and State permits are obtained. Estimated date of obtaining all Federal and State permits or approvals is _________________. Only dredged material per the USCAE permit will be allowed at the Ocean Disposal Site. All other material, vegetation and refuse must be disposed of at a landfill or other site approved by the Officer-In-Charge. The Contractor shall submit to the Officer-In-Charge for approval his proposed disposal site.
SP 120.3 SWEEPING
The Contractor shall sweep the dredged area. Sweeping operations shall be performed as specified below.
As soon as practicable after the completion of the entire work, the Contractor, at his expense, shall retain an independent contactor to provide a post-dredging survey by sounding. This survey will be subject to verification by the City. Sweeping shall be done first and the area reswept as necessary until the project depth is obtained. Sweeping operations shall be carried out from the reference lines, control points, and bench marks established by the City and as indicated on the drawings. Ranges required by the Contractor to carry out the sweeping operations shall be set by the Contractor at his own expense. Sweeping shall be done in such a manner that sufficient overlap, not less than five(5)feet, on each succeeding sweep is attained to insure adequate coverage. The Contractor’s method and plan for accomplishing the sweeping operation shall be subject to the approval of the Officer-In-Charge. Should any shoals, lumps, or other lack of contract depth be disclosed by this examination, the Contractor will be required to remove same by dragging the bottom or by excavating, but if the bottom is soft and the shoal areas are small and form no material obstruction to navigation, the removal of such shoal may be waived at the discretion of the Officer-In-Charge or his authorized representative. The Officer-In-Charge or his authorized representative will be notified when soundings are to be made, and will be permitted to accompany the survey party. When the area is found to be in a satisfactory condition, it will be accepted finally.
SP 120.4 SURVEYS
The Contractor shall be responsible for pre-construction and post-construction surveys; they shall be prepared by a licensed surveyor. Sounding may be taken by lead line or sonic methods, or both. Survey line shall be taken at 100 foot intervals transverse to the center of the channel. Drawings shall be of the same scale, datum and ranges indicated on the contract drawings and shall be prepared on mylar sheets. All survey drawings are subject to verification and approval of the Officer-In-Charge, and shall become the property of the City. Verification that the contract depth is being attained will be determined by sounding or sweeping taken behind the dredge as the work progresses. The Contractor shall be responsible for progress soundings or progress sweepings.
SP 120.5 CHARACTER OF MATERIALS
The material to be removed to restore depth within the limits specified on the Contract Drawings, is that composing the shoaling that has occurred since the channel was last dredged.
SP 120.6 MEASUREMENT AND PAYMENT

The total amount of the material removed and to be paid for under the contract, will be measured, under Item No._, "Unclassified Excavation", by the cubic yard, in place. The contract price per cubic yard for Unclassified Excavation shall include the cost of excavation, hauling and disposal of dredged material at the Approved Ocean Disposal Site; as specified herein or as indicated on the drawings including removal, hauling and disposal of debris and vegetation at a location other than the ocean; also surveying and sweeping incidental; obtaining all permits, furnishing all necessary labor, material, equipment and compliance with all permits conditions, in place complete.
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
