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This Special Provision for Dredging Project

The following Section shall be made a part of the Standard Specifications:
"SECTION SP 121 – TRANSIT THROUGH PEARL HARBOR
SP 121.1 DESCRIPTION
Tugs and barges travel through Pearl Harbor on their trip to/from the disposal site. All vessels and their crew will comply with the requirements of the Harbor Control Office at Pearl Harbor(telephone: 474-1168).
SP 121.2 ACCESS PERMIT
The Contractor shall obtain from COMNAVBASE a Harbor Access Permit for use Pearl Harbor waterways(contact the COMNAVBASE Pearl Harbor Operations Officer at 471-3084). All vessels must meet all applicable Coast Guard Standards. The Contractor shall submit his application to:

SP 121.3 USE OF PEARL HARBOR WATERWAYS

The Contractor shall obtain from the Harbor Control Office at Pearl Harbor, through COMNAVBASE, the required permission for any use of Pearl Harbor waterways and shall obtain all required information as to regulations and directives governing such usage. Descriptions of crafts, including sizes, types, numbers and boat crew shall be submitted for approval.

A. Hazardous to Navigation.  The Contractor shall maintain complete control of the movement of all floating equipment and material on the surface of the harbor. No loose floating equipment will be permitted. The Contractor shall keep in readiness at all times powered craft capable of moving the floating equipment or catching, securing and disposing of material which may break loose and become hazardous to navigation.
B. Interference with Navigation.  The Contractor shall conduct his operation so as to interfere as little as possible with the use of channels, berthing places, fairways, and passages. Should it become necessary to shift or move the dredge or to interrupt dredging operations to accommodate the movement of vessels and floating equipment, this shall be done when directed by the Officer-In-Charge. Additional cost incurred  as a result of interruption of dredging operations shall not be measured for payment and shall be considered incidental to the various contract items.
C. Misplaced Material.  Should the Contractor during the progress of the work, lose, dump, throw overboard, sink or misplace any material, plant machinery, or appliance, which in the opinion of Harbor Control, may be dangerous to or obstruct navigation  or may be otherwise objectionable, the Contractor shall recover and remove them with utmost dispatch. The Contractor shall give immediate notice, with description and location of such obstruction, to Harbor Control; and when required, shall mark or buoy such obstructions until they are removed. Should the Contractor refuse, neglect, or delay compliance with this requirement, such obstructions may be removed by the City; and the costs of such removal may be deducted from any money due or to become due to the Contractor or it may be recovered under his bond. The liability of the Contractor for the removal of a vessel wrecked or sunk without fault or negligence shall be limited to that provided in Section 19 and 20 of the River and Harbor Act of March 3, 1899.
D. Lights:  The Contractor shall keep proper lights each night between sunset and sunrise upon all floating plants and vessels connected with the work; upon all ranges and other markers where necessary; and upon all buoys of such size and in such locations as to endanger or obstruct navigation, and the Contractor shall be responsible for all damages resulting from any neglect or failure in this respect. When work at night is in progress, the Contractor shall maintain from sunset to sunrise such lights on or about his plant as may be necessary for the proper observation of the dredging operations.
E.
Radio Transmitter Restrictions:  To preclude accidental actuation of sensitive electronic equipment, the Contractor shall conform to the restrictions and procedures for the use of radio transmitting equipment as delineated by Pearl Harbor Control. Under no circumstances shall transmitters be used without prior approval of Pearl Harbor Control.
SP 121.4 PAYMENT

The cost of work under this section is considered incidental and no direct payment shall be made."
