[bookmark: _GoBack]The following Section shall be made a part of the Standard Specifications:
"SECTION SP 198 – SAFETY PRECAUTIONS AND PROTECTION OF PROPERTY
SP 198.1 PROTECTION OF THE PUBLIC
The Contractor shall at all times provide adequate protection to passing pedestrians and vehicular traffic and shall erect and maintain suitable barriers, fences, warning signs and other necessary devices to protect the public in accordance with Subsections 5.2.12 and 5.2.13 of the General Terms and Conditions. The general area must be kept clear at all times.
SP 198.2 DUST NUISANCE
The Contractor shall take proper precautions to minimize the creation of dust during their operations and shall take all necessary steps to prevent dust from entering the adjacent buildings and private property.
SP 198.3 PROTECTION OF PROPERTY
The Contractor shall continually maintain adequate protection for all their work from damage and shall protect all City and adjacent private systems located at or adjacent to the jobsite. All existing fences and stone retaining walls shall be maintained in their existing condition. Any removal or altercation of such walls shall be performed only after receiving written permission of the landowner. A copy of the letter shall be submitted to the Officer in Charge 7 days prior to modifying the wall. The Contractor shall repair, replace or pay the expense of repair for damages resulting from their fault or negligence.
SP 198.4 MEASUREMENT AND PAYMENT
The Officer-in-Charge will not measure safety precautions and protection of property for payment.  The Officer-in-Charge will not pay for safety precautions and protection of property separately and will consider the cost for safety precautions and protection of property as included in the contract prices for the various contract pay items.  The cost is for the work prescribed in this section and the contract documents."
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
