SECTION SP 33 – ASPHALT SURFACE TREATMENT

Make the following amendments to said Section:

(I) Amend 33.2 MATERIALS,B. Tack Coat to read as follows:
"B.
Tack Coat. Tack coat shall be Type SS-1, SS-1h, CSS-1, or CSS-1h, emulsified asphalt. The bituminous material shall meet the requirements under AASHTO M 140."

(II) Amend 33.3 DETAILS, B. Tack Coat to read as follows:
"B.
Detail. Dilute the emulsified asphalt with water at a rate of one part emulsion to one part of water by volume. Submit the quantity, rate of application, temperature, and areas to be treated for acceptance before applying the tack coat.

The material shall be heated and applied at a temperature between 75° to 130°F.

Tack coat whall be spread at the approximate rate between 0.05 to 0.10 gallon per square yard of surface covered. Hand sprayers shall be used to apply the liquid asphalt around castings, areas inaccessible to distributor bars, and wherever cover is insufficient.

Tack coat shall be placed only so far in advance of the surface course placement as necessary for it to cure properly. The Contractor shall be responsible for the placement of the surface course and the protection of the tack coat.

The time between the placement of the tack coat and the subsequent paving shall not exceed four hours. In multiple lift construction, the Officer in Charge may waive the application of the tack coat provided the placement of the upper lift and lower lift are performed within a 12-hour period. During curing of tack coat or placement between lifts, vehicle tracking will not be permitted.

A tack coat shall be applied to edges of existing pavement, manhole frames, gutters, or curbs against which asphalt concrete course is to be placed.

The Officer in Charge shall keep traffic except construction equipment directly connected with paving operations off the tack coat. Protect the tack coat from damage until after placing the surface course."

(II) Amend Section 33.4 MEASUREMENT AND PAYMENT to read as follows:

"33.4 MEASUREMENT AND PAYMENT

For Localized type projects, use the below:
The Officer-in-Charge will not measure asphalt surface treatment for payment.  The Officer-in-Charge will not pay for the accepted asphalt surface treatment separately and will consider the cost for asphalt surface treatment as included in the contract price for each respective street lump sum contract bid item as specified in the proposal schedule and in accordance with SP 151 DESCRIPTION OF WORK."

For Rehabilitation of Streets type projects, use the below:

The Officer-in-Charge will not measure asphalt surface treatment for payment.  The Officer-in-Charge will not pay for the accepted asphalt surface treatment separately and will consider the cost for asphalt surface treatment as included in the contract prices for the various contract pay items."
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
