REGULAR MEETING MINUTES
MONDAY, NOVEMBER 10, 2008
WAIMANALO PUBLIC LIBRARY

CALL TO ORDER: Chair Ho called the meeting to order 7:30 p.m. with a quorum of eight (8) members present.
Note, this thirteen (13) member Board requires seven (7) votes to adopt a motion.

MEMBERS PRESENT: Wilson Kekoa Ho, Fred Humphrey, Phillip Ellsworth, Solomon Spencer, David
Bettencourt, Beverly Addington, Matthew Chun, Cynthia Wahinekapu.

MEMBERS ABSENT: Michael Buck, Andrew Jamila, Nani Akeo, and Peter Albinio.
VACANCY(S): There was one vacancy in sub-district four.

GUESTS: Diane Moses and Barry Usagawa (BWS), Representative Elect Chris Lee, Arwen Chisom (U.S.
Marines), Ruth Hashimoto (Tehine Storms Rugby), Lauree Nakata (Job Corps), May Akamine (Waimanalo Health
Center), Lieutenant John Cheong (HPD), Mary Ann Crowell (WHHA), Ofelia Carag (Pope Elementary), Fire
Engineer Aaron Kane (HFD), Cyndy Aylett (Mayor's Representative), lkaika Anderson (Council Chair Marshall’s
office), Leland S.M. Ribac (Neighborhood Commission Office staff).

WELCOME AND PULE: Chair Ho welcomed everyone to the meeting and noted Board meetings begin with an
open prayer; if prayer might offend anyone now is the time to leave. Representative Chris Lee offered the pule.

ACCEPT NOMINATIONS FOR DISTRICT 4 BOARD MEMBER: Chair Ho opened the floor for nominations to fill
the Board vacancy in sub-district four. Hearing no nominations the seat remained vacant.

PUBLIC INPUT PART 1: With no objections Chair Ho took the agenda out of order and heard the Military reports
at this time.

MILITARY REPORT: Arwen Chisom of the U.S. Marines reported the following report;

November is Wounded Warrior Care Month, the Warrior Regiment was officially created 18 month ago.
Members of the Navy patrol and Reconnaissance Squadron VP-9 are expected to return this month.

e Marines are to support Veterans Day tomorrow, November 11, 2008 at the Memorial Ceremony, State
Ceremony, USS Missouri Memorial Ceremony, and the Veterans Day Wahiawa Parade.

e The Marine Core Base, and the Chaplain Corps will be hosting Operation Harvest, a non-perishable food
drive for the Kaneohe Salvation Army Food Bank, which will run through November 24, 2008.

The agenda resumed its regular order.

HONOLULU FIRE DEPARTMENT (HFD): Firefighter Kane reported the following report;

e Statistics for the month of October 2008 include; 5 rubbish fires, 45 medical emergencies, 4
miscellaneous calls, and 1 unusual incident involving explosives found on Tinker Road, Bellows Air Base.

o Fire Safety Tip: This Holiday season, consider a fire-resistant artificial tree, if you purchase a natural tree,
choose one as fresh as possible. Use noncombustible materials for decorations, and do not overload
extension chords.

Questions, comments and concerns followed:
e Chair Ho explained the explosion found of Bellows Air Base was indeed a torpedo, and upon further

examination, several more were found to be inactive.
e Ellsworth noted the HFD performs free blood pressure readings at the station, should it be needed.
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HONOLULU POLICE DEPARTMENT (HPD): Lieutenant Cheong reported the following information;

e Statistics for the month of October 2008 include; 6 burglaries, 4 motor vehicle thefts, 13 thefts, 25
unauthorized entrance to a motor vehicle (UEMV), 7 warrant arrests, and a total of 564 calls.

Questions, comments and concerns followed:

e Addington questioned if any arrests have been made in the Kupuna Housing with regards to fireworks;
Cheong noted Officer Nakasone has made arrests, but will follow up on detalils.

e Wahinekapu noted fireworks have also been set off on the adjacent street near the Kupuna Housing
between 9:00 p.m. and 12:00 midnight; Cheong to follow up.

MAYOR/NEIGHBORHOOD COMMISSION OFFICE: Cyndy Aylett reported the following information;

e The Department of Parks and Recreation (DPR) Camping Rules do allow campers to use trailers and
campers in specific parks.

e Restrooms at Waimanalo Beach Park and District Park are closed nightly at 9:30 p.m. A permit holder
can make arrangements to keep the restrooms open longer if games are scheduled to end late.

e DPRis currently contacting contractors for cost estimates for the repair work at Waimanalo Beach Park.

e Makapuu Beach Park is licensed to the City and County by the Department of Hawaiian Home Lands
(DHHL). A condition of the agreement prohibits camping.

e There are no funds projected in DPR’s projected six year Capital Improvement Project (CIP) Budget for
the reconstruction of the Waimanalo Beach Park campsites.

e The Waimanalo Playground Equipment replacement play apparatus is funded in fiscal year (FY) 2009
budget. A DPR committee is currently reviewing the design options and construction alternatives.

e DPR has no plans to eliminate any youth summer programs currently offered in Waimanalo.

e The Bus shelter on Nakini Street should be completed by the end of 2008, several bus stops may be
removed due to the realignment project.

Questions, comments and concerns followed:

e Chair Ho noted the Bus Shelter on Nakini Street has been completed by the Eagle Scouts, and
guestioned which specific bus stops would be removed; Aylett to follow up on specifics.

e A community member inquired the status of the bus shelter near Hale Aupuni, Aylett to follow up.

e A community member questioned if the restrooms at Kaiona Beach Park close at 9:30 p.m. Aylett to
follow up with DPR.

COUNCIL CHAIR BARBARA MARSHALL: Ikaika Anderson noted Council Chair Marshall sends her regrets for
not being present, and wishes everyone a happy holiday season. Anderson also congratulated Representative-
Elect Chris Lee.

APPROVAL OF REGULAR MEETING MINUTES OF OCTOBER 20, 2008: Chair Ho deferred approval of the
regular meeting minutes until further notice.

ANNOUNCEMENTS: Several announcements were made at this time;

e Chair Ho announced the American Cancer Society will be holding a ‘Smoke Out’ event, where community
members are encouraged to stop smoking for at least one day.

¢ Ruth Hashimoto of the Tahine Storms Rugby announced the Tahine Storms have recently branched off of
the Windward Storms, and would like to welcome anyone interested to contact her, and watch for
community fundraisers as they are trying to raise money.

e Chair Ho announced the Board usually recesses in December, but the decision lays with the Board;
Humphrey moved and Addington seconded to recess in December, the motion was ADOPTED
UNANIMOUSLY, 8-0-0, (Aye: Ho, Humphrey, Ellsworth, Spencer, Bettencourt, Addington, Chun,
Wahinekapu.)

RESIDENT’S CONCERNS: Chair Ho with Wahinekapu and several community members voiced concern
regarding helicopters and aircrafts flying over homes at a very close range. Noting there were no military officials
present, Chair Ho will follow up on the issue at the next Board meeting.

MILITARY REPORT: Previously reported in the meeting.

EDUCATION: Blanch Pope Elementary School: Ofelia Carag thanked the community and parents for their
continued support, noting the Parent Teacher Conferences in October were very successful.

e An awards ceremony for students that met their reading goals will be held. By the end of the reading
challenge, students will have read 3,000 books.

e Important dates include; November 12, 2008: School Council Meeting at 3:30 p.m. and November 26,
2008: Turkey Trot and Relay Games for students.

e Everyone is also invited to join in on the Makahiki Festivities.
e Although the holiday season is upon everyone, please do not keep your children home from school; 59
students of 250 students were absent today.

Waimanalo Elementary and Intermediate School: Noel Richardson reported the school had a Waiver Day
today, so students were not at school.

e The school is in good standing and successfully made the Edison Alliance Benchmark.
e Everyone is welcomed to join in the Turkey Trot on November 26, 2008.

GOVERNOR’S REPRESENTATIVE: Chair Ho noted the Governor’'s representative was not present, however
reported the Kumuhau project continues, with the infrastructure 60% complete. The new 52 homes are
scheduled to open in February 2009.

SENATOR FRED HEMMINGS: No report available at this time.

STATE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES: Representative Elect Chris Lee introduced himself and thanked the
community and Board for their continued support. Lee thanked and recognized Ikaika Anderson for his hard work
in the community. Lee noted he does not yet have an office but can be contacted at repclee@capitol.hawaii.gov.

HAWAII JOB CORPS: Loraine Okada reported the following information;

e On Friday, October 24, 2008, approximately 300 students provided assistance in “Make A Difference
Day.” Students broke off into five groups; painting, health, labor, and beach clean up, and park clean up.

e Culinary students will be baking gingerbread houses, as well as catering the Kupuna Housing Holiday
Gathering.

WAIMANALO HOMESTEAD: No report available at this time.
WAIMANALO HEALTH CENTER: May Akamine reported the following information;

e Next Wednesday, November 19, 2008, Dr. Lee is scheduled to return.

e As acommunity service project, the Health Center is collecting canned goods, and has asked the support
of Windward Mall’s Festival of Giving.

e The Health Center Annual Meeting will be held on Thursday, November 20, 2008.

e An Aloha Care information session and regarding Medicare will be held on November 21, 2008 from 9:00
a.m. through 12:00 noon.

e A Quest Expanded Access (QEXA) information session will be held on December 9, 2008.

e Mahalo to Major Crouch for his support and cooperation with the May Day festivities.

e Support our Veterans as they have fought for our freedom in the past.

Questions, comments and concerns followed: Chair Ho inquired if the Dental Clinic has moved forward; Akamine
noted the funds have not yet been released.

BOARD OF WATER SUPPLY: Diane Moses and Barry Usagawa reported the following information;

e Mahalo for conserving water, Waimanalo is still in clinical drought.
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e The BWS wishes everyone Happy Holidays, and would like to welcome everyone to join in on the

available Holiday classes.

e The Koolau Poko Watershed Management Plan (KPWMP) refers to water use and development as well

as water shed protection. Usagawa read the overall goal as well as five objectives of the KPWMP.

e The Koolauloa and Waianae Watershed Management Plans are being finalized and are near completion.
e The BWS is looking to begin the KPWMP in the near future and is asking for community support within

Waimanalo, and outlined the planning process, noting the final plan is slated for 2010.

e Chair Ho questioned if water continues to be pumped from Punaluu to Honolulu; Usagawa noted the

water being pumped is from the Waihole Ditch system, which is owned by the State.

e Ellsworth noted the farmers in the district, are encountering problems with the 30% mandatory water

conservation, and if BWS may be lenient, it may provide some relief to the local farmers.

BELLOWS AFS RESTORATION: A community member announced the Waimanalo Restoration Advisory Board

(RAB), will be holding a special meeting, to discuss landfill 24, in the near future, please feel free to attend.
