DRAFT REGULAR MEETING MINUTES
THURSDAY, APRIL 11, 2013
ALA WAI CLUBHOUSE

CALL TO ORDER: Chair Linda Wong called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with a quorum of nine (9)
members present. (Note - This 15-member Board requires eight (8) members to establish quorum and to take
official Board action.) Anyone wishing to speak is asked to raise their hand, and when recognized by the Chair
address comments to the Chair. Speakers are encouraged to keep their comments under two (2) minutes each so
all Board members will have an opportunity to comment. If a Board member has a conflict of interest, they should
declare it before their vote. This does not necessarily bar members from voting. All members are to display proper
order and decorum during Neighborhood Board meetings.

PUBLIC SAFETY REPORTS

Honolulu Fire Department (HED) - There was no representative present and no report available.

Board members Allen, Cain and Villers arrived at 7:02 p.m., 12 members present.

Honolulu Police Department (HPD) District 6, Waikiki (Beat 662) - Lieutenant Shearer reported the following:

e March 2013 Statistics - There may have been increased activity due to Spring Break. There were 1
robbery, 3 burglaries, 17 thefts, 6 assaults, 3 motor vehicle thefts, 6 criminal property damage, 11 liquor
law violations, 8 motor vehicle collisions (MVC), 39 arguments (family-non family) and 5 unauthorized
entries into a motor vehicle (UEMV). Overall, for March 2013, there were a total of 4,486 calls for service in
District 6 and 488 cases for Beat 662, about one-ninth to one-tenth of the calls.

e Chronic Complaints (Waikiki-wide) - Lieutenant Shearer reported the following:

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e Thefts of Cell Phones - Lieutenant Shearer reported that there is an increase in the number of thefts and he
advised to be alert.

Comments followed:

1. Laser Strike - Lieutenant Shearer reported that he was not aware of any new information on the reported
American Airlines laser strike.

2. Recent Waikiki Flotilla - There were 21 citations issued for drinking violations. One woman was raped in the
water. The rape was not reported in the news. As HPD cannot prevent another flotilla, when they hear
about it, they can prepare for it. Chair Wong will try to attend the next one as a witness.

3. District 6 Map - Lieutenant Shearer clarified the boundaries of Beat 662.

4. Pualei Circle - Chair Wong reported that neighbors saw a man beating a woman and called the police.
When the police arrived, the man went inside the building, turned off the lights and would not open the
door. Lieutenant Shearer needed more information before giving advice. Chair Wong will follow up.

5. No Smoking on City Beaches - Lieutenant Shearer has not seen the law, but he assumed that it is similar
to the smoking ban in bars. HPD does not inspect every bar, but if the bar owner complains, they will
respond. On the beach, the officer must see the violation. Complaints may be called in. HPD will try to
educate the person before issuing the ticket. The officer has a lot of discretion to issue a ticket or not.

Honolulu Police Department (HPD), District 7 - Officer Shane Fujitani distributed the written report and Lieutenant
Allan Nagata highlighted the following:

e March 2013 Statistics - There were 21 burglaries, 1 robbery, 52 thefts, and 19 unauthorized entries into a
motor vehicle (UEMV).

o Safety Tip - Stop Criminals from Acquiring your Money (S.C.A.M.) - Lieutenant Nagata highlighted scams
involving winning money, but one must spend money to get money and people asking for confidential
information, car accidents scams and home improvement scams. Lieutenant Nagata advised not to give
any money to anyone and to call 911.

Board members Matson and Takenaka arrived at 7:21 p.m., 14 members present.

Comments followed:

1. Scam - A woman was trying to cause accidents and her license plate was noted. Photos and videos can be
used as evidence, so if you have the capability on your cell phone, that is a viable way to get evidence.

2. Call 911 - Board member Allen wanted to report activities at Paki Park. Lieutenant Nagata explained what
happens when the public calls 911. If it is a non-emergency, then stay on the line. If there is a threat to life,
the dispatcher will ask if the caller needs the police, fire or Emergency Medical Services (EMS) for an
ambulance. An assault would get Priority One. As they are responsible for the East Honolulu district, HPD
does not have enough officers to post an officer at the Wa'ahila Ridge State Park. Lieutenant Nagata asked
the community to be the "eyes and ears" for the HPD and he will remind the Third Watch officers to patrol
the area.

3. Cat Burglar - A resident wanted to report that a cat burglar is getting more brazen and the victim wanted to
know the investigating officer. Lieutenant Nagata mentioned that he could e-mail the officer.

4. FEull Moon - It was suggested on the full moon, to be extra vigilant.

RESIDENTS/COMMUNITY CONCERNS

Waikiki Neighborhood Board No. 9 Resolution - Liz Larson mentioned a resolution, regarding to Senate Bill (SB)
237. The bill would allow private development on public school grounds. The Waikiki Neighborhood Board is
concerned about Ala Wai and Jefferson Elementary Schools. Board member Narita would like this item to be
placed on the next month's Diamond Head/Kapahulu/St. Louis Heights Neighborhood Board No. 5 agenda for
discussion. It would be listed as Public School Redevelopment. After conference committee, the bill goes to the
Governor, who has 45 days to veto or sign the bill into law.

Board of Water Supply (BWS) - Justin Kessler reported the following:
e Main Break Report - There was one (1) water main break on Thursday, March 14, 2013 at 7:44 a.m.
Service was restored at 9:30 p.m.
e General Water Announcements - Online Bill Payment (BWS ePay) - Starting April 24, 2013, the Board of
Water Supply (BWS) and the City Department of Environmental Services (ENV) are planning to begin
offering its customers the option to view and pay their combined water and wastewater bills online. Online
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bill payment through “BWS ePay” is being offered as an initial step towards enhancing customer service
options. This payment option is also available to water only customers of the BWS who may utilize private
or individual wastewater services.
To use BWS ePay, customers must first register for this service by clicking the “View Your Bill Online” icon
on our website, www.boardofwatersupply.com. Doing so enables customers to:
¢ Pay their combined water and wastewater bill online;
¢ View and download copies of their current bill and past dozen bills; and
¢ "Go Green" by opting for paperless billing and bill notification via email.
BWS ePay will undergo a number of enhancements in the coming months. In the meantime please note the
following items regarding this service:
¢ BWS ePay accepts MasterCard and Visa credit cards — debit cards are not accepted;
¢  Storage of credit card information for recurring payment is not available at this time;
¢ Payment must be made in full. BWS ePay does not allow for partial payment;
¢ Payment is not posted in real time; instead payment will be posted to a customer’s account within 24 to
48 hours, and will not be reflected on BWS ePay until the next billing cycle.

Comments followed:

Billing and Sewer Fees - Board member Narita was concerned about the billing and sewer charges. The water
usage was based on an estimated amount and the sewer fees were based on the water usage. It was reported the
Honolulu Authority for Rapid Transportation (HART) could "tap into” sewer fees. Chair Wong requested a handout
to explain everything. Kessler will follow up. Kessler explained that usually the billing is from an actual meter
reading. If the BWS is unable to get an actual reading, then they will use an estimated reading. If it appears too
high or too low, the BWS will investigate. Call BWS if there is a question.

ELECTED OFFICIALS REPORTS

Governor Neil Abercrombie’s Representative - Attorney General David Louie reported the following:

e Council of Revenue - It forecasted an increase from 5.1% to 6.7%. The increased revenues can fund the
Governor's initiatives, like the rehiring of Agricultural inspectors.

e Hawai'i State Teachers Association (HSTA) - The tentative 4-year agreement has ratification coming.

o State Park/Department of Land and Natural Resources (DLNR) - From last month, the DLNR will be
vigilant, especially during the full moon. The Wa'ahila Ridge State Park is closed at 7:45 p.m. and will be
closed at 6:45 p.m. after Memorial Day. DLNR and HPD have the keys.

o Federal Sequestration - The Governor's Federal Sequestration Task Force will follow up.

Comments followed:

1. AlaWai Break in 2008 - Board member Cain requested follow up on the Army Corps of Engineers after the
Ala Wai Break in 2008 and the dredging schedule. More information would give the public an
understanding of when and where there will be work done on the Ala Wai Canal.

2. Bill 55, 21st Century Schools - It will authorize a pilot project to have private public partnerships to develop
the schools. The Governor will review the bill after it goes through the Legislature.

3. Senate Concurrent Resolution 102, State Audit of the Kapi'olani Park Trust - Attorney General Louie has
not seen it, but will look into it.

4. Park Closing Hours - The Wa'ahila Ridge State Park should be closing later for the summer.

5. Neighborhood Security Watch - Up on St. Louis Heights a resident wants to ask Dan Quinn, of State Parks,
to have one person watch the gate.

State Senator Les lhara, Jr. - There was no representative present and no report available.

State Senator Sam Slom - Julia Allen reported that Senator Slom has posted the Minority Budget online and that
she was available to hear concerns.

House Speaker Emeritus Calvin Say - House Speaker Emeritus Say distributed his newsletter and reported the
following:
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e Bill, Concerning Children Riding in the Bed of Trucks - On the Neighbor Islands, children are allowed to ride
in the back. This bill would not allow this.

e Bill 55 - All schools are looking to generate income. The State is land-rich, but cash poor.

o Pay Raise for Government Workers - House Speaker Emeritus Say supports the pay raise.

e Other Issues - There will be a State Constitutional amendment to allow public funds for private education,
to be voted on in the next General Election.

Mayor Kirk Caldwell's Representative - Walea Constantinau distributed the Mayor's April 2013 City News and
reported the following:

e No Parking - The no parking zone for the bus stop located on Peter Street at Quincy Place will be
extended to mitigate access issues for buses and large emergency vehicles. A work order request has
been submitted to the Department of Facility Maintenance to extend the red curb that delineates the no
parking zone.

Comments followed:
1. BWS Billing - Board member Narita was concerned that estimated usage of water raises sewer fees, which
are non-refundable. Narita asked that Constantinau follow up with ENV.
2. Damaged Metal Cover - Resident Daisy Murai reported a damaged metal cover on the sidewalk next to
3039 Kaunaoa Street.
3. Sidewalk Crack - Chair Wong reported a crack over one (1) inch high in the sidewalk between 3061 and
3071 Puulei Circle.

City Councilmember Ann Kobayashi - Jarret Yip distributed Councilmember Kobayashi's newsletter and reported
the following:

o Bulky Item Enforcement - Bulky items are collected using two different types of trucks. Metal appliances are
collected separately and recycled. All other items are collected using a rear-load compactor truck and are
taken to the landfill. If anyone has problems, call Councilmember Kobayashi or ENV.

e Complete Streets - There will be two Moiliili Complete Streets Workshops on Tuesday, April 30, 2013 and
on Monday, May 6, 2013 at 5:30 p.m. - 7:30 p.m. at Christ United Methodist Church (1639 Keeaumoku
Street).

Comments followed.
1. lllegal Dumping - Inspectors will investigate first before issuing fines.
2. Pay Raise - Yip is not sure of Councilmember Kobayashi's position on pay raises.

City Councilmember Stanley Chang - Micah Munekata distributed Councilmember Chang's newsletter and reported
the following:
e No Parking Sign - Councilmember Chang's Office was able to get the Department of Transportation
Services (DTS) to fix the signs on Monsarrat Avenue.
e Homeless - Bill 7, relating to sidewalk nuisances, will go for full Council vote on Wednesday, April 17, 2013.
e Walk Through - Accompanied with HPD, Councilmember Chang did a walk through Kapi‘olani Park and
Kalakaua Avenue at 7:30 p.m. to see the street performers and the homeless. He favors the Pu'uhonua or
City of Refuge concept. Councilmember Chang has co-introduced Resolution 13-55 for a comprehensive
action plan to house unsheltered homeless with concrete deadlines and benchmarks. They will work with
Councilmember Ann Kobayashi's office on solutions.

Comments followed:
1. More Comments on Homelessness - Munekata will forward comments on the Councilmember Kobayashi's
office.
2. More Concerns - Board member Villers was concerned with costs of various proposals and had more
guestions. Munekata will follow up with Villers directly and report back to the Board.

State Representative Scott Nishimoto - Representative Nishimoto distributed his newsletter and reported the
following:
e AARP “Caring for Your Parents” Workshop - The AARP Hawaii, the Hawaii Family Caregiver Coalition,
Catholic Charities Hawaii, and the Alzheimer’s Association Aloha Chapter are co-sponsoring a free event
on Saturday, April 27, 2013 at Catholic Charities Hawaii from 8:00 a.m. to 1:00 p.m.
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State Representative Bertrand Kobayashi - There was no representative present, but a report was available.

PRESENTATION

Honolulu Ekiden Relay Race - Executive Race Director Stanley Kim distributed a "fact sheet" and presented that
the Honolulu Ekiden is a long-distance relay race with an approximate 26+ plus-mile course, consisting of six
segments. There will be no road closures. They expect 1,000 runners, 800 from Japan and 60 local people. With a
5:30 a.m. start, all runners are expected to finish by 1:00 p.m. The cost of the race is included in a tour package in
Japan. There is also a local package. As there will be a graduation ceremony at the Shell at 5:00 p.m., they have
reserved different parking lots. They will talk with TheBus people next week. They are looking for volunteers and for
donations. Company sponsors are on the website. The Honolulu Ekiden Relay Race is scheduled for Mother’s Day,
Sunday, May 12, 2013. They may move the route to Haleiwa next year.

BOARD BUSINESS

Board to Vote to Post and Mailout a 2013 Newsletter - The Board has always done a newsletter, one per two-year
term. However, funds were set aside in July 2012. Mathieu moved and Takenaka seconded that the Diamond
Head/Kapahulu/St. Louis Heights Neighborhood Board No. 5 will publish its annual newsletter for Fiscal
Year (FY) 2013. The motion was ADOPTED, 11-0-3 (AYE: Allen, Cain, Manfredi, Mathieu, Narita, Persons, St.
Denis, Takenaka, Villers, West, and Wong; ABSTAIN: Matson, Miller and Naho'opi’i). Articles will be due in May
2013.

Board Discussion to Video Board Meetings, Starting July 11, 2013 - A few Board members were in favor of
videotaping. Board member Cain mentioned that time limits should be enforced. It will be placed on the next
agenda. Since the current term ends on June 30, 2013, the "new" Board must vote on this item at the July 11, 2013
meeting.

Neighborhood Board No. 5 Proposed Revisions to the 2035 O’ahu General Plan (GP) Update - Oahu GP
Recommendations - Cain disclosed that he was an employee of the Department of Land and Natural Resources
(DLNR). Narita moved and St. Denis seconded that the Diamond Head/Kapahulu/St. Louis Heights
Neighborhood Board No. 5 re-submit it O'ahu GP recommendations, as given/adopted on November 11,
2011 and that Board member Michael Cain be allowed to attach a minority report. The motion was
ADOPTED, 10-2-2 (AYE: Allen, Cain, Manfredi, Miller, Naho'opi’i, Narita, Persons, St. Denis, West and Wong;
NAY: Matson and Villers; ABSTAIN: Mathieu and Takenaka).

At 9:00 p.m. Matson moved and Villers seconded to extend the meeting 10 minutes. As there were no
objections, the meeting was extended.

Other recommendations - Cain moved and Person seconded that the Diamond Head/Kapahulu/St. Louis
Heights Neighborhood Board No. 5 would like to submit the following O'ahu GP recommendations. The
motion was ADOPTED, 12-0-2 (AYE: Allen, Cain, Manfredi, Mathieu, Miller, Naho'opi’i, Narita, Persons, St. Denis,
Villers, West, and Wong; ABSTAIN: Matson and Takenaka). The added recommendations were - "Neighborhood
Board No. 05 notes that hotels, vacation rentals, and resort condominium developments have displaced many
residential communities in our State, and we wish to protect our remaining neighborhoods. We also understand that
some communities lack affordable hotel options for visiting families and friends. The Board objects to the proposed
additions to the 2035 O’ahu General Plan Update that would encourage the building of hotels anywhere outside of
the established resort areas. We request that Section Il. Object B, Policy 10 (Diversify the visitor experience by
allowing options for visitor accommodations, including community hotels and alternative lodging) be amended to
add, 'where the communities have identified a need for a community hotel.™

Additional comments will be accepted until April 15, 2013.

The remainder of the agenda was deferred to the next meeting.

ADOPTION OF MOTION TO ADJOURN: The meeting adjourned at 9:15 p.m.
