Please 
submit your complete renewal application packet by 
Friday, May 31, 2019, to ensure you receive your    
FY 2020 license. For applications received by May 31, 
you may elect to have your license mailed to you or 
picked up at our office.  For applications received after 
May 31, you must visit us at the office to get your 
license. 

We are continually improving our Liquor Commission 
Information System (LCIS) by providing you with the 
capability to submit online forms and payments. 
Beginning July 2019,  you will again have the option 
to file your 2019 Gross Liquor Sales Reports 
(GLS) and submit payment online.  Please join us at 
one of three workshops in July to learn how to file an 
accurate GLS report and how to file it online. Visit our 
website often to see new developments.

Certificates of Registration for Managers / 
Manager Authorization Letter 

 

In addition to successfully completing the server 
training program, Rule §3-82-38.9(e) states  
persons who apply to the Commission for  
registration as a manager for a particular premises 
shall present: 1) a valid, unexpired government 
issued ID card, containing the registrant’s name, 
photo, and date of birth; 2) an original Social  
Security card or a printed Form W-2, provided the 
Social Security Number is printed on the  
document; 3) proof that the applicant is at least 
twenty-one years of age; and 4) a letter from the 
holder of the liquor license, principal of the  
licensee entity, or authorized agent of the licensee 
entity certifying that the applicant will be or is a 
manager of the licensed premises (also known as 
the Manager Authorization Letter). 

Visit our website and click on the “Certificate of 
Registration” tab to get a copy of this letter.  The 
letter must have: the Employee’s full name;  
licensed premises name (Trade Name/DBA);  
liquor license number; and a statement that the 
employee is at least 21 years of age and is  
authorized to register for a Manager card.  The 
employee will be required to successfully complete 
the Server-Training program before applying for a 
liquor card.  
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Liquor License Renewals FY 2020 

It is time to renew your Liquor License for Fiscal 
Year 2020.  To ensure you receive your new    
license, please submit your complete annual    
renewal packet by Friday, May 31, 2019.  Visit our 
website and click on the “Licensing/Permits” tab to  
see the list of requirements needed to obtain your 
new liquor license.  “NEW” to the website is a 
training video to show you a list of the required 
documents.
