[bookmark: _GoBack]SECTION SP 46 – REINFORCED CONCRETE DRIVEWAY APRON RECONSTRUCTION
Make the following amendments to said Section:
(I) 	Unless otherwise specified herein, all work shall conform to Section 46.1 DESCRIPTION of the Standard Specifications and Standard Details:
"SP 46.1	DESCRIPTION

Unless otherwise specified herein, all work shall conform to Section 46 (REINFORCED CONCRETE DRIVEWAY APRONS) of the Standard Specifications and R-29A of the Standard Details.

	This work consists of the reconstruction of the reinforced concrete driveway apron areas as shown on the project plans and in accordance with this special provision.”

(II) 	Unless otherwise specified herein, all work shall conform to Section 46.3 DETAILS of the Standard Specifications and Standard Details:

“SP 46.3 DETAILS

1. General.  The approximate locations of the areas to be reconstructed are noted in the project plans.  The exact limits will be determined in the field by the Officer-in-Charge.

2. Removal of existing concrete driveway aprons.  In removing the existing concrete driveway aprons to be reconstructed, the junctions with the driveways to remain shall be power saw cut along straight lines, preferably along the scored lines, to provide clean, solid, vertical joints.  Existing driveways shall be permitted to be removed only on one side of any street at any given time, except as allowed by the Officer-in-Charge. The Contractor will not be allowed to remove in advance more driveways than can be replaced within five working days.

3. Subgrade.  Subsection 41.3A of the Standard Specifications shall govern except as modified herein. Any fill necessary to bring the driveways aprons to the proper grade shall be select borrow.  After the curb/curb & gutter is removed, the subgrade shall be kept in a continuously moist condition.  Subgrades with expansive soil that has cracked due to its drying out shall be removed to a depth of 12 inches (maximum) or shall be removed to match existing pavement subgrade, whichever is less, and replaced with select borrow at no additional cost to the City.

4. Placing and Finishing.  Before pouring concrete, the subgrade and forms shall be prepared in conformity with the requirements under Section 42 (Concrete Sidewalks).  

The concrete shall be placed on the prepared subgrade.  The reinforcing mesh shall be placed at mid-depth of the driveway apron.  The concrete shall be floated to a smooth and even surface.  

The finished surface of aprons shall be broom-finished perpendicular to the curb.  For monolithic construction of curb and driveway apron, a contraction joint shall be constructed as shown on the Standard Details.

5. Joints.  Divide the driveway apron with contraction joints transverse to the roadway that are equally spaced and no greater than five (5) feet apart.  The contraction joints shall extend through the ADA-accessible route.  In addition, a contraction joint shall be provided along the intersection of the driveway apron slab and the ADA-accessible route.  If necessary, contraction joints parallel to the roadway shall be constructed in the driveway apron such that they intersect the transverse contraction joints to form secure uniform blocks that are approximately square.

The width of contraction joints shall be at least 1/8”, but not greater than 3/16”.  

Construction shall be as specified under the Portland Cement Concrete Pavement section.

Expansion joints, where their construction are determined to be required in the field by the Officer-in-Charge, shall be considered as included and no measurement for payment will be made.”

(III)  Amend Section SP 46.4 MEASUREMENT AND PAYMENT to read as follows:

“SP 46.4 	MEASUREMENT AND PAYMENT

	The Officer-in-Charge will measure the reinforced concrete driveway apron per square foot in accordance with the contract documents.  The Officer-in-Charge will pay for the accepted reinforced concrete driveway apron at the contract price per square foot.  Payment will be full compensation for furnishing the necessary material, equipment, and labor to complete the work in place prescribed in this section and the contract documents.

	Removal of the existing driveway apron will not be paid for directly but shall be considered as included in the prices bid for driveway apron reconstruction."
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
