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PROJECT OVERVIEW
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A February 25, 1939 Honolulu Star-Bulletin celebrates the canal’s completion:

“Men, materials and equipment have thrown another barrier
between the menace of flood and the lives and property of a flood-
threatened district. Kapalama, in years past a sufferer from lack of
proper drainage is now flood-safe.

Heavy rains which formerly spread their waters unchecked,
causing death and destruction, now present no menace to this wide
district. An area of 1,145 acres is now protected by 2.6 miles of
drainage structures and open canal. Flood waters will now sweep
controlled into the sea!”
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
