PROJECT SUMMARY: 
The City and County of Honolulu’s improvements to the Ala Wai Golf Course Driving Range included the 
installation of post construction treatment control BMPs to improve the water quality of the Ala Wai 
Canal.  The treatment controls consists of constructing new detention basins at the northern and 
southern ends of the driving range.  The driving range was re-graded to direct storm water towards 
these detention basins and re-vegetated to reduce soil erosion.  These basins will be used to retain and 
infiltrate the first inch of storm water thus, allowing sediment and other pollutants to settle out of 
suspension and be retained on site.  Larger storm events will overflow into drain inlets.
