
RULES AND REGULATIONS 

ISSUANCE OF RESERVATION PERMITS FOR 
THE USE OF PUBLIC TENNIS COURTS 

DEPARTMENT OF PARKS AND RECREATION 
CITY AND COUNTY OF HONOLULU 

 
    Pursuant to and by virtue of the authority set forth in Section Revised Ordinances of 
Honolulu, 1969, Chapter 15 of the Revised Charter of the City and County of Honolulu 
(1973), and Chapter 91, HRS, the Director of the Department of Parks and Recreation, 
subject to the approval of the Mayor of the City and County of Honolulu, hereby adopts 
the following rules and regulations relative to the issuance of reservation permits for the 
use of public tennis courts located in public parks of the City and County of Honolulu.  

PART I. GENERAL PROVISIONS

A.    Purpose

        Any pers

required or issued for such use. However, unless there happens to be a court vacant, i
means awaiting their turn on a first-come, first-served basis, and is also subject to prior 
rights of those holding reservation permits. An application for a reservation permit is no
an application for permission to play, since everyone already has such a right; it is an 
application for permission to exclude everyone from playing except the group applying 
for a reservation permit. Therefore, there is a need for regulations to protect the public
interest and to provide a basis for fairness and consistency in issuance and use of 
reservation permits.
