Your local fire department will deliver the "Fire Fighter'e Safety and Health Guide" (FFSHG) to all public and
private elementary echool offices. The echool officee will then dicttibute the proper number of FFSHG'e to
each claecroom.

. REVIEWING THE FFSHG IN OCTOBER 2002

A. The teachere chould give one FFSHG to each ctudent with incfructione on how to complete the guide.
B. Teachere and ctudente are encouraged fo review the guide as coon ag it ie gjven fo the cfudente. After the
review, the guide chould then be faken home.

. COMPLETING THE FFSHG IN OCTOBER 2002

Qtudente and parente chould complete the FFSHG together. Then the FFSHG'e should be returned to the
teachere no later than Qctober 2¥, 2002. (Oahu only).
