TUESDAY, MAY 3, 2016
WAIANAE DISTRICT PARK — MULTI-PURPOSE ROOM

CALL TO ORDER - Chair Cedric Gates called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. A quorum was established
with eight (8) Board members present. Note — This nine (9) member Board requires five (5) members to
establish a quorum and to take official Board action.

Vacancies — There were no vacancies at this time.

PUBLIC SAFETY REPORTS

Honolulu Police Department (HPD) — Lieutenant Farrel Sojot reported the following: April 2016 Statistics: There
were 43 motor vehicle thefts, 59 burglaries, 167 thefts, and 49 UEMVs, and 7,464 total calls for service.

Honolulu Fire Department (HED) — Captain Ryan Fernandez reported the following:

e April 2016 Statistics: There was 1 structure fires, 2 wild land fire, 3 nuisance fires, 1 cooking fire, 5
activated alarms with no fire, 165 medical emergencies, 5 motor vehicle crashes/collisions, 2 mountain
rescues, 4 ocean rescues, and 1 hazardous material incident.

e Brush Fires: To prevent brush fires around homes, residents are encouraged to remove flammable
materials from within 30 feet of the home, clear leaves and other debris from roofs, gutters, porches, and
decks, and keep lawns hydrated and cut dried grass.

Questions, comments, and concerns followed: Clean and Sober House: Paaluhi asked and Captain Fernandez
responded that the recent burning of the Clean and Sober House on Lahaina Street is still under investigation.
Paaluhi announced that a donation drive will be held for the family who was displaced by the fire. Captain
Fernandez stated that the American Red Cross was activated and the affected families should contact the Red
Cross.

Board Member Koike arrived to the meeting at 7:12 p.m. There were seven (7) member present.

Board of Water Supply (BWS) — No representative was present; no report was provided.

U.S. Army 25th Infantry Division — Major Ryan Bell reported the following:

e Seawall Repairs: The seawall near Pokai Bay collapsed in 2011. The contractor used crushed coral which
was removed by the Army. The United States Army Corp of Engineers has since installed Hesco barriers,
but are researching more permanent solutions. The community will continue to be informed.

e Makua Cultural Access: The next Makua Cultural Access days will be Saturday, May 21, 2016, Sunday,
June 5, 2016, and Saturday, June 18, 2016. Interested residents can contact Dr. Dodge at
www.wsshawaii.com for more information.

Pokai Bay Seawall: Kila thanked the Army for repairing the Pokai Bay seawall.

Makua Valley Concern: Koike requested the Army’s standard operating procedures (SOP) regarding burn
activities and control. Smith noted concern that the carcinogenic glyphosate has been used to control
weeds in Makua Valley. Major Bell will follow up.

Board Member Cachola arrived to the meeting at 7:20 p.m. There were eight (8) members present.

Mayor Kirk Caldwell’s Representative — Deputy Director of the Honolulu Emergency Services Department (HESD),

lan Santee, reported the following:

Jet Skis: The Honolulu Emergency Services Department (HESD) is looking into adding more jet skis for
the Leeward Coast.

Pokai Bay Emergency Lane: The City found no dedicated emergency lane for Pokai Bay. The area
possibly being referenced is a boat ramp that is no longer in service due to disrepair.

Handivan: The Handivan’s performance for February 2016 was 84.19% based upon standards set by the
Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA).

Pokai Bay Trash: The Department of Parks and Recreation (DPR) has been notified of the concerns.

Cut Grass: The Department of Facilities Maintenance (DFM) cut the city portion of Kili Drive on Friday,
April 15, 2016. The majority of Kili Drive is private property.

Waianae Park: Bids for repairs to the Waianae District Park roofs will go out by the end of 2016.

Questions, comments, and concerns followed:

Adopt-a-Park: Paaluhi thanked Clint Jamile with DPR for assisting with the adoption of Kahe Park.

Boat Harbor Trash Pick-Up: Cachola and Koike requested trash pickup services at the Waianae Boat
Harbor. Koike thanked resident James Pakele for voluntarily assisting by supplying the private equipment
and manpower necessary.

Pokai Bay: Poe noted urged the City and County of Honolulu to revisit the Pokai Bay Master Plan.

Boat Harbor Trash Pick-Up (continued): Kila asked and Deputy Santee responded that some trash pickup
is done by private companies. Kila urged the City to support the community by picking up trash at the
Boat Harbor. Chair Gates suggested a memorandum of agreement (MOA) between the City and State to
address the issue of trash pickup jurisdiction. Paaluhi requested more waivers due to larger loads of trash
dumping.

Modular Housing: Endo requested an update with the modular housing plans. Santee will follow up. Endo
suggested shelters elsewhere. Chair Gates noted a City committee would meet on Tuesday, May 10,
2016, to hear community concerns regarding the modular housing project.

Tire Dumping: Koike requested more tires be allowed to be dumped.

Action: Kila requested action regarding the modular housing project and trash issues in the community.
Chair Gates noted that a letter in opposition to the modular housing project location was sent and
suggested Mayor Caldwell attend a Waianae Neighborhood Board No. 24 meeting. Endo asked who
should contacted at the State level regarding the Boat Harbor situation. Santee will follow up. Koike noted
that City trash pickup is done on the State Agriculture parcel he lives on. Paaluhi noted that the jurisdiction
argument is nonsensical.

Adopt-a-Park (continued): Chair Gates thanked Mayor Caldwell for assisting Active Hawaii to adopt
Makaha Community Park.

Dumping: Pakele clarified that his employer has donated the trash bins and noted frustration with the
current limit of one (1) load to be dumped at H-Power.

Community Involvement: Demonte Conner urged the community to become more politically involved.
Community Empowerment: Resident Momi Conner urged the community to become more politically
involved and vote. Pakele noted concerns with residency requirements for voter registration. Chair Gates
responded that Honolulu Community Action Program (HCAP) allows the use of their address as proof of
residence for voter registration, or voters can simply describe their place of residence.

Water Tower: A resident requested that water be released from the third water tower mauka in Makaha
Valley to hydrate the vegetation within the valley. The resident also noted concerns with under mining
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within the area.

Councilmember Kymberly Pine — Kathy Davenport circulated a newsletter and reported the following:

e Water Tunnel Tours: Davenport thanked the community and Board members for participating in site visits
to the Waianae Water Tunnel and the Glover Tunnel.

¢ Recommendations: The community is urged to submit any recommendations for legislative consideration
to Councilmember Pine’s office.

e Department of Transportation Services (DTS): Councilmember Pine met with DTS on Monday, May 2,
2016, regarding bus routes. DTS is doing an additional study to get specifics on overcrowding. Bus
service on Kili Drive is being discussed as well.

e Hire Leeward: The 4th annual Hire Leeward Job Fair will be held on Saturday, June 25, 2016 from 9:00
a.m. to 1:00 p.m. at the University of Hawaii at West Oahu (UH West Oahu).

¢ Waianae Community Committee: The Waianae Community Committee meeting will be held on Tuesday,
May 10, 2016 from 7:00 p.m. to 8:30 p.m. at the Waianae District Park.

Questions comments, and concerns followed:

1. Makaha Realignment Project: Chair Gates asked and Davenport responded that a flyer was included with
the handout to clarify the Makaha Realignment Project update. Paaluhi asked and Davenport answered
that the City would cover the costs of the study and that the project is moving forward. Chair Gates
thanked Councilmember Pine and Mayor Caldwell for advocating for the realignment project. Cachola
noted that the project has been moved from the Oahu Metropolitan Planning Organization (OMPO) long-
term list to the short-term list.

2. Water Tours: Koike thanked Councilmember Pine’s office for fast-tracking the tours at the water tunnels.
Koike noted that over 650,000 gallons of water pass through Glover Tunnel and that 100,000 gallons are
dedicated for lo'i restoration.

3. Thanks: D. Conner thanked Davenport for her report.

4. Routes: DeFeo noted concerns with buses not being allowed on Kili Drive. DeFeo noted that Farrington
Highway should be rerouted behind the bathrooms at Makaha Beach.

5. Makaha Realignment: A resident noted concerns with a bypass road behind the bathrooms at Makaha
Beach. Cachola noted that the studies for the Makaha Realignment goes back further than the 1990’s and
that the current request for proposals (RFP) should be apprised of the previous knowledge.

6. Park Renovations: Resident Joanna Ramos asked how many bids are needed before a choice can be
made for renovations.

7. Makaha Realignment (continued): A resident shared information that the area of kili drive and behind the
Makaha Beach restrooms should be registered with the National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration
(NOAA) as it is a “kaha loko i'a”.

8. Routes (continued): Resident Ed Burke noted that school buses utilize Kili Drive.

9. Red Tape: Pakele requested legislation to minimize administrative red tape for projects that benefit the
community. Davenport stated a meeting could be held between Pakele and Councilmember Pine’s office.

10. State Constitution: DeFeo requested and Kila read an excerpt from the preamble of the State Constitution.

NEW BUSINESS

Schools our Keiki Deserve — Jessica Whitsett, with the Hawaii State Teachers Association (HSTA), gave a short
presentation regarding Senate Bill (SB) 2586 and the current vision of HSTA to improve Hawaii’'s school system.
Whitsett noted a flyer was available for the public with HSTA's 10 main issues. Whitsett highlighted two (2) major
issues as overall building maintenance and less standardized testing for students based on the federal Every
Student Succeeds Act (ESSA). Whitsett urged the community to consider raising the general excise tax (GET) to
help fund school maintenance.

Questions, comments, and concerns followed:
1. Federal: Endo asked and Whitsett noted that the Department of Education (DOE) formed a committee to
explore Hawaii's options for the ESSA. Endo noted he wished to push to be part of the DOE committee.

Endo moved and Cachola seconded that the Waianae Neighborhood Board No. 24 support the Schools
our Keiki Deserves Act.

Discussion followed:
e Support: Chair Gates noted that the Waianae Coast has a desperate need for change in facilities and
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teacher’s pay.

e Funding: Cachola and Koike noted that the DOE is allotted a large share of the State budget and that the
allocation of the funds seems to be the greater issue. Whitsett noted that legislators are questioning the
transparency of the allocation process by the DOE and that there has not been the necessary community
involvement. Whitesett noted that Hawaii's spending per pupil is 1/3 the average rate of comparable
districts. Smith noted that there are more desk jobs than teachers in the DOE, but that increasing the
taxes would likely be unpopular.

e Results: Poe stated that the problem is systemic and would like to see results. Whitsett noted that an
omnibus bill died this year but the heat abatement concern is moving forward as well as a request for
more funding for supplies. Endo expressed concern with the bureaucratic system.

Poe moved and Cachola seconded that the motion be amended to request a follow-up report to the Board
by HSTA within a reasonable amount of time when additional information is available.

Discussion followed: Clarification: Poe clarified that the amendment is to assure that the community and Board
are kept apprised of the HSTA's plans. Whitsett responded that the HSTA formed the group to go out to
Neighborhood Boards to illicit public interest and support for their plans. Smith requested information on why SB
2586 failed and what can be done in the future to get the bill to pass.

The amendment was APPROVED UNANIMOUSLY, 8-0-0 (AYE: Cachola, Endo, Kila, Koike, Paaluhi, Poe,
Smith, and Gates; NAY: None; ABSTAIN: None).

The amended motion for the Waianae Neighborhood Board No. 24 to support the Schools our Keiki
Deserves Act and request a follow-up report by the HSTA within a reasonable amount of time when
additional information is available was APPROVED UNANIMOUSLY, 8-0-0 (AYE: Cachola, Endo, Kila, Koike,
Paaluhi, Poe, Smith, and Gates; NAY: None; ABSTAIN: None).

Questions, comments, and concerns continued:

2. Task Force: Burke asked and Whitsett answered that there are three (3) teachers on Governor Ige’s
education task force. Burke suggested a school-based management system.

3. Red Tape: Pakele reiterated his request to reduce red tape. Pakele noted opposition to the $50,000 price
tag to install a fence between Waianae Boat Harbor and Waianae High School. Pakele suggested the
HSTA consider the “Aha Kauleo” process that the Hawaiian Charter Schools practice. Pakele noted that
DOE revision 2104 and 2105 were instigated by Aha Kauleo.

4. Tax: D. Conner noted opposition to raising the GET and encouraged more community dialogue.

5. Options: Resident Kapu Keliikoa-Kamai urged supporting more teachers. Keliikoa-Kamai announced the
Wild and Scenic Film Festival will be held on Friday, May 6, 2016 beginning at 5:00 p.m. at the Doris
Duke Theatre.

REPORTS OF MEMBERS’ ATTENDANCE AT OTHER MEETINGS — There were none to report.

BOARD ADMINISTRATION

Endo moved and Koike seconded to add the Approval of the March 1, 2016 minutes to the agenda. The
motion was APPOVED UNANIMOUSLY, 8-0-0 (AYE: Cachola, Endo, Kila, Koike, Paaluhi, Poe, Smith, and
Gates; NAY: None; ABSTAIN: None).

Approval of the April 5, 2016 Minutes — The minutes were APPOVED UNANIMOUSLY as amended, 8-0-0 (AYE:
Cachola, Endo, Kila, Koike, Paaluhi, Poe, Smith, and Gates; NAY: None; ABSTAIN: None). Amendments are as
follows: Page 7: Shelters: Manaku clarified his concerns with the new inundations zones.

Approval of the March 1, 2016 Minutes — The minutes were APPOVED UNANIMOUSLY, 8-0-0 (AYE: Cachola,
Endo, Kila, Koike, Paaluhi, Poe, Smith, and Gates; NAY: None; ABSTAIN: None).

Treasurer’'s Report — Endo reported a balance of $55.57. The file was reported. Endo noted concerns with the
Board possibly running out of funding.

Endo moved and Koike seconded that the Waianae Neighborhood Board No. 24 request that the
Neighborhood Commission Office provide the necessary funding to cover the Board’s mailing and
postage costs for the remainder of the fiscal year. The motion was APPOVED UNANIMOUSLY, 8-0-0 (AYE:
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Cachola, Endo, Kila, Koike, Paaluhi, Poe, Smith, and Gates; NAY: None; ABSTAIN: None).

Board Committees and Membership

e Education: Endo noted that the Education Committee will not be meeting in May 2016 due to the end of
school rush. Endo reported that meetings will be held with the district principals to discuss their plans for
2017 and that Waianae Intermediate School is not on the list of school to receive heat abatement.

o Parks and Recreation: Koike reported that the Parks and Recreation Committee visited the Kunesh Water
Tunnel, Glover Water Tunnel, Ka'ala Farms, and Kaneaki Heiau. Koike announced that a community-
based self-sustaining fishing meeting will be held on Wednesday, May 4, 2016 at the E Ala Halau
beginning at 3:00 p.m. A representative from the Department of Land and Natural Resources (DLNR) will
be present. A farming seminar will be held in the Makiki area on Friday, June 10, 2016 and Saturday, June
11, 2016. Interested residents can contact Koike at 275-7007.

¢ Housing Committee: Paaluhi reported that the Housing Committee met in March 2016 but no quorum was
established. Paaluhi noted participation in opposing SB 2501 and SB 2816 at the State Capitol.

e Planning, Traffic, and Transportation: Cachola resigned as Chair of the Housing Committee. Chair
Gates appointed Cachola and Chair Gates as Co-Chairs of the Planning, Traffic, and
Transportation Committee. Cachola announced that the National American Indian Housing Council will
be holding their National Convention at the Hilton Hawaiian Village from Sunday, May 8, 2016 to
Wednesday, May 11, 2016. Cachola stated that the Native Americans would be given a tour of Waianae
on Monday, May 9, 2016.

e Agriculture and Intergovernmental Affairs: Koike moved and Smith seconded that the Waianae
Neighborhood Board No. 24 create an Agriculture and Intergovernmental Affairs Committee. The
motion was APPOVED UNANIMOUSLY, 8-0-0 (AYE: Cachola, Endo, Kila, Koike, Paaluhi, Poe, Smith,
and Gates; NAY: None; ABSTAIN: None). Chair Gates appointed Smith and Koike as Co-Chairs.

RESIDENTS AND COMMUNITY CONCERNS

e Land: D. Conner announced that a Chinese buyer purchased around 500 acres between Ko Olina and
Kapolei. D. Conner urged the Board and community to begin deliberating and requesting the developers
to have authentic representation of the Hawaiian culture and to commit to improving the infrastructure of
the Leeward Coast.

e Aloha Aina: Keliikoa-Kamai announced that an Aloha Aina event will be held from Friday, May 13, 2016 to
Sunday, May 15, 2016 at Ohikilolo Makai. Interested residents are asked to please register for the event
via Facebook. The public is also invited to sign-on to the southern expansion of the papahanaumokuakea
(marine national monument).

e Active Hawaii: Chair Gates announced that the fourth annual Stay Active Fun Fest will be held at Makaha
Beach Park on Saturday, May 14, 2016 from 9:00 a.m. to 3:00 p.m.

ELECTED OFFICIALS

Governor David Ige — No representative was present; a newsletter was provided.

State Senator Maile Shimabukuro — Keliikoa-Kamai noted a newsletter was available for the community and
reported $3 million for the Waianae Emergency Access Road extension, $500,000 for contraflow, $344,000 for six
(6) operation of the Waianae Boat Harbor, $37 million for the Highway Fund, $2 billion for airports and highway
construction and repair, $4 million for the international conservation conference, $1.5 million for a United States
Geological Survey (USGS) inflow stream study, $1.6 million for water infrastructure support, $250,000 for marine
debris removal, $4.7 million for conservation efforts, $2 million for food production tax credits, $4.8 million for food
safety, $30 million for agricultural land purchases, $23 million per year to the Department of Hawaiian Homelands
(DHHL), $147,000 for the Aha Moku Advisory Committee, and $450,000 for the Kahoolawe Island Reserve
Commission. Residents are encouraged to contact Senator Shimabukuro with any suggestions.

Representative Jo Jordan — Representative Jordan distributed a handout and reported the following:

e Leqislature: The 2016 Legislative Session will close on Thursday, May 5, 2016. $100 million was allotted
for the Waianae Coast and UH West Oahu. SB 3126 will allocate $100 million for heat abatement and
energy efficiency in schools. The community is encouraged to begin advocating for their schools.

e Preschool Open Doors: $10 million has been allocated for the program and applications are available at
www. patch.hawaii.org or by calling 791-2130.

o Free Lunch: All Waianae Coast schools are now participating in the DOE’s free lunch program.

o Legal Aide: A free legal aide clinic will be held at the Waianae Mall on Saturday, May 7, 2016, from 10:00
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a.m. to 2:00 p.m.

Questions, comments, and concerns followed:
1. Appreciation: Cachola thanked Representative Jordan for standing for Hawaiians.

2. Heat Abatement: Endo asked and Representative Jordan responded that that the DOE has a list on their
website but it's currently contentious.

Representative Andria Tupola — Shaylia distributed a handout and reported the following
